Terry Fox was only 18 years old when he was diagnosed with bone cancer and
had his right leg amputated six inches above the knee. While in hospital,
Terry was so overcome by the suffering of cancer patients that he decided to
run across Canada to raise money for cancer research. He called his run the
"Marathon of Hope". With little fanfare, Terry began his journey on April
12, 1980 on Canada's East Coast. Although it was difficult to garner
attention in the beginning, enthusiasm grew and the money collected along
his route began to mount. 

Terry ran 42 km a day through Atlantic Canada, Quebec and Ontario. On
September 1, 1980, after 143 days and 5,373 km, Terry was forced to stop his
run when his primary cancer spread to his lungs. Terry lost his battle with
cancer in 1981 at the age of 22. Before he died Terry knew he had realized
his dream - $24.17 million had been raised in his name, a dollar from every
Canadian. 

Canada's modern-day hero was gone, but his legacy was just beginning. 

Before Terry died, he knew that a fundraising run would be organized each
year to commemorate his inspiring Marathon of Hope. The Terry Fox Run now
attracts over 1.5 million participants around the world. 

The run is a non-competitive event where people get together to raise money
in Terry's name. It is a time to celebrate Terry's legacy and help keep his
dream of a cure for cancer alive.
